CERTIFICATE OF CATHOLIC PRACTICE — SCHOOLS ADMISSIONS

VERY IMPORTANT: There is one simple criterion for the issue of a Certificate of Catholic
Practicer and it relates to Catholic practice. Catholic  practice equates
to weekly attendance at Sunday Mass. This is a fair and good test and means there is a
level playing field for every applicant. Therefore, certificates will only be issued
to practising Catholics, that is, families who are known to the parish priest and regularly
attend weekly Sunday Mass. Occasional absence for sickness or other emergencies,
such as extreme bad weather etc are understandable and acceptable, however
prolonged absence that has not been notified to Fr Long in advance of a request, means
that it is unlikely that he will issue a Certificate of Catholic Practice.

NEW LECTIONARY FOR MASS
It was announced this week that from the beginning of Advent 2024 a new translation
of the Sacred Scriptures will be used for the celebration of Mass. For many years the
Jerusalem Bible translation has been used, but from Advent 2024, the Church in this
country will use the English Standard Catholic Version. There will be more information
about this and preparations for this important development over the next year.
